Speaking/Listening/Thinking: The students will compare ideas about things they are thankful for with an elbow partner.

	Lesson Sequence:  

Anticipatory set:  The teacher will have the students gather on the rug in the center of the classroom in their assigned seats.  To get the students prepared for our "thankful" discussion and writing assignment, she will ask the kids, "Do you know what holiday is coming up?"  -kids say Thanksgiving!!-  The teacher will then go on to ask "What do you guys love about Thanksgiving? Raise your hand when you have an idea."  When the students share answers, probably "food, family, etc" make sure to remind them that Thanksgiving is a time to think about the things WE are thankful for.  What does thankful mean? Being grateful/happy that you have something in your life.  (1-2 minutes)
Lesson: The teacher will then tell the kids that we are going to read a book about being thankful to get some ideas about what we might be thankful for.  The teacher will read The Thankful Book, by Todd Parr to the class after reminding them what it looks like to be good listeners.  "Eyes are on the reader, mouths are silent, and ears are listening."  The teacher will draw connections with the students while reading the book - "Who else is thankful for …..?" then help them to connect this by saying "You are just like the kid in our story!"  Also state while reading "Wow, I am thankful for ______ too!" (approx 8 minutes)
After we finish reading the book and drawing our connections to build comprehension, the teacher will pull out the easel with teacher paper on it.  At the top the teacher will write "We are thankful for" and then tell the kids to think about the book and think about their own lives.  "When I say go, look at your elbow partner and whisper to each other what you are thankful for."  Then the teacher will tell the kids that "we will have a couple of the kids who worked the hardest and whisper talked with their partners share the ideas they came up with to write on our class chart."  The teacher will accept the answers that are appropriate and then give the kids the next directions. ( 5-6 minutes)
Tell the kids "Good thinkers always write their ideas down.  Your teacher, Mrs. Palomo, tells me that you are all great writers, not just good writers.  Today, we get to write on special paper that I will make into a book for your class to look at.  Now, you get time to write down your own ideas!  Isn't that great class?"  Then it is important the teacher prompts the kids, "Should we scribble scrabble? No.  Does it have to be perfect? No.  We should always try our ____" and the kids will say best."  Send the kids back to their desks and ask them to begin adding their ideas to their paper.  Let them know that the teachers are here to assist with spelling but remind them they can always refer to their ABC chart to figure out what letters they want to use.
If there is time, allow the students to share with their table partners at the end.  (15 minutes)  
Reflections:  

A lot of reflection will be needed after this lesson as it is my first lesson for an entire classroom and my first observation.

Things I will ask myself:
Did I plan enough for the time frame, or too much?
Did the pre-teaching about being good listeners/great writers work as it does for Mrs. Palomo?
Did the students seem to grasp the purpose of the lesson - being thankful for the things we have?
Did I have any issues with managing this time at their desks?
