Lesson Sequence
Building Background (links to experience and learning; anticipatory set):
Teacher will begin by asking students if they have ever read Cinderella in the American version or any other version that is out there.  Students will share if they have any experience with the fairy tale.  Teacher will read Cinderella by Sarah Thomson.
Lesson (new information):
Teacher will introduce the fairy tale genre to the classroom.  Let class know that we will be integrating fairy tales into other subjects that we study.  Together, we will come up with a word web that will show the components of a fairy tale.  Teacher will model the word web format on the white board using dry erase markers.  Students will be responsible for copying this into their language notebooks.  Teacher should invite students to draw pictures on their word web to help them remember any harder or new terms.  Teacher will encourage students’ oral participation by asking each student to share something that they noticed was different in this story versus other stories.  Since the students are a combination of ELL Low Intermediate and ELL High Intermediate, they should be able to communicate this effectively.  Include relevant student suggestions in the word web.  Teacher will introduce vocabulary at this time.  Fairy tale is one vocabulary word which will be defined as “a story about magical and imaginary beings and lands”.  Fiction will be another vocabulary word which will be defined as “make-believe.” Magic will be the last vocabulary word defined as “supernatural forces or power”.  Give examples of this and ask students if they have had any experience with magic.  If students have any words they do not understand, add these to the vocabulary list. All vocabulary will be written on a poster to hang in the classroom.  Make sure students understand components of the fairy tale genre.  Teacher should now explain how there are different versions of many fairy tales that are written/created by different cultures.  This lesson may need to be continued on a second day.  
Read to the class The Turkey Girl: A Zuni Cinderella Story, by Penny Pollock and Ed Young.  This version is from a Native American tribe that is from New Mexico.  Show the students where this is on the map.  Discuss that this story was based on a culture that began in the United States and how there are many different cultures in the United States.  After reading this story, ask students to share thoughts with the group.  Draw a name from the name jar if the same students keep raising their hands, so each student is called on throughout the lesson and given a chance to speak.  On the board, a chart with the two titles should be drawn.  Make a list of the similarities in each story based on student statements.  Also add any differences that the students notice.  
A third version will be read to the class, The Golden Sandal: A Middle Eastern Cinderella Story, by Rebecca Hickox.  Add this title to the chart on the board and make a list of similarities and differences in this story from the other two based on student statements.  
Review of Key Vocab and Key Concepts:
Teacher will review key concepts by having students stand up in a circle in the classroom.  There will be a foam ball that students will pass back and forth to one another.  Teacher will explain the quick review by telling the students we will throw the ball underhand to someone else once a fairy tale component and example is shared.  Classroom safety will be shared with the students.  Once the student shares an accurate fairy tale component and example from the Cinderella story, they may sit down.  If they struggle or would like to pass until they think of something, they may pass the ball but have to remain standing.  The game will continue until each student has shared something from the story.  If all components are covered, the students remaining will have to share what version they liked best and why.
Assessment: 
Teacher will observe oral contributions while playing the review of concepts/vocab game.  Make note of anything that students appear to be confused about to reteach next time.

Lesson Sequence
Building Background (links to experience and learning; anticipatory set):
Teacher will begin this lesson by reading Jack and the Beanstalk to the class.  Teacher will ask students to share the fairy tale components they heard in the story.  We will write these down in our language notebooks.  
Lesson (new information):
After reviewing the components of fairy tales, teacher will have students put all materials away and focus on the smart board.  The teacher will share a brief presentation of pictures of plants/trees.  The teacher will have students give a thumbs up when they have seen the type of plant/tree before to make sure they are staying focused on the new material.  Teachers will ask 1-2 students each slide to share any observations.  Teacher will share some background information on plants, which should be a review from last semester.  Students already have knowledge about the parts of a plant and their benefits.  Reviewed information teacher shares using guarded language will include: “Plants provide food, medicine, shelter, and the oxygen we need to breathe. In fact, everything we eat comes directly or indirectly from plants. Herbivores (plant eaters) and omnivores (animal and plant eaters) depend of plants for survival. Even carnivores (meat eaters) depend on plants, because they often prey on animals that eat plants.  Plants also provide shelter and habitats for many animals.”  This brief background information comes from http://www.cfaitc.org/. 
Teacher will ask the students what they think the plants need to live.  Students can share their ideas and we will write them on the board.  The three things the teacher will want them to really retain will be circled out of the list the students come up with.  If the students do not come up with the things the teacher wants them to know, she will give them clues based on student need.  Once we have the things the plant needs, we will draw them on the board and write the name underneath (sun, water, soil).  Have students write and draw these in their science notebooks. 
Once students have finished writing these things down, teacher will ask students if they have any questions regarding plants.  Teacher will explain that we will be growing our own beanstalks in the classroom.  Each student will be able to grow their own individually.  Teacher will have clear cups already labeled with each student’s name on it.  Teacher will have soil already placed into the clear cup.  Students will line up and grab the cup with their name on it.  They will take it back to their desk after being instructed not to touch the soil until told to do so.  Teacher will provide help with spelling when needed.   The teacher will model how to place the lima bean into the cup and will pass out lima beans to each student.  Students will plant beans.  Students will be asked to write down any observations about the soil-filled cup into their science notebook.  The teacher will then have students line up and place their cups on a table near the window.  Each student will take turns pouring water into their cup.  Teacher will provide one-on-one assistance with this.  If a para or helper is available, they will both help to make better use of time.   Students will water their plants as needed.  Any new observations will be drawn/written into the students science notebook each science class.  
Review of Key Vocab and Key Concepts:
Teacher will say “sun, water, soil” in a chant-like phrase to help students remember the key things the plant needs to survive.  Discuss the difference between our real beanstalks versus the make-believe beanstalks in the story.
Assessment: 
Teacher will check the science notebook for student observations and findings to assess whether the student is grasping the concepts.

Lesson Sequence
Building Background (links to experience and learning; anticipatory set):
Teacher will begin by reading Snow White and the Seven Dwarfs: A Fairy Tale by the Brothers Grimm, translated by Randall Jarrell.  Teacher will ask students to write down the fairy tale components they discovered in the book.  
Lesson (new information):
Teacher will begin by sharing photos of different maps on the smart board.  Examples will be: various world maps, a map of our state, and the classroom globe.  Students have experience with maps, but not to the extent we will go with this lesson.  We will put push-pins on our classroom map of the place we were born.  Teacher will have the students point out the things they notice on each map.  Discuss these key elements of maps: cardinal directions, key or legend.  Have poster hanging of how to remember the directions that states, Never Eat Soggy Waffles.  Make sure students draw the cardinal directions in their social studies notebook and write out the North, East, South, West for a reference.  Teacher will write these and vocab on the white board.  
Teacher will explain to students that we will be creating our own maps.  It is okay for each map to be a little different because we all have different levels and enjoyment with creativity.  Students are encouraged to have fun with this assignment, as long as all requirements are met.  Each student will be handed a list of the things that must be included on the map. 
List will include: 
title, name on back, cardinal directions, key (optional)**, dwarfs' cottage, evil queen's castle, dwarfs' diamond mine, the dark forest, the prince's castle, one source of water, one bridge, a trail that leads from one place to the other

**If student chooses not to use a key, they are allowed to label the things that they draw on the map.  

Review of Key Vocab and Key Concepts:
Teacher will review key vocab and concepts with the students by walking around and asking the student's if they have any questions on what a map normally includes, or if they have any questions while creating their own maps.
Assessment: 
Students will write on the back of their map a sentence or two about why they chose to put the required components where they did.

Lesson Sequence
Building Background (links to experience and learning; anticipatory set):
Read Hansel and Gretel, by James Marshall.  Have students write fairy tale components into their language notebooks.  
Lesson (new information):
Students have been working on subtraction and benefit from using objects/hands-on activities to complete subtraction problems.  Since Hansel and Gretel use breadcrumbs in the story, we will use croutons to complete our math today.  Students will be instructed not to eat the ones used in our math lesson.  If students choose, they may eat some croutons at the end of the lesson.  
Worksheet problems will include: 
1. Hansel and Gretel dropped breadcrumbs so they would not get lost.  How many croutons does it take to reach one edge of your paper to the next?
First, lay out the croutons horizontally (right to left)  Record the number here. __________
Second, lay out the croutons vertically (up and down)   Record the number here.  ____________
What is the difference between these two numbers? __________________
2. Take away 7 from 10. What do you have left? _______________
3.  What is 12 minus 6? _________________

4.    5 – 4 = __________

6.   20 – 10 = _________
7.   14 – 6 = _________
8.   4 – 4 = _________

Teacher will walk around and observe students.  There will probably be students with questions, so the teacher will make sure that the students are not having any communication issues with their partner and that they are doing okay with the subtraction concepts. 

Review of Key Vocab and Key Concepts:
Review terms that mean the same thing as subtraction.  For example: minus, take-away, less than, difference between, etc.  Students need to practice these terms.
Assessment: 
Teacher will assess students’ knowledge based on worksheet answers and by observing partner communication.  Students will also be asked to share what problem was the hardest so the teacher can keep a tally.

Lesson Sequence
Building Background (links to experience and learning; anticipatory set):
Have each student choose a favorite fairy tale from the unit.  They should describe why this was their favorite and what the best fairy tale component was in their opinion.

Lesson (new information):
Students will be pre-grouped by the teacher. Teacher will have the 3 versions of Cinderella we read and divide the students into groups of 3-4.  Since the class is small, there will only be 3 groups of students.  Each group will re-read the book they have chosen/were assigned.  The students will have to take turns reading the book out loud to their group.  They will work in their groups during class time to create a presentation to share with the class for unit closure.  They will research the culture that each story is based upon using books provided in the classroom as well as the class computers as necessary.  The students will need to use some sort of visual aid: a poster, PowerPoint slideshow, or something else approved by the teacher.  The teacher will assist each group for 15 minutes to make sure they have an accurate plan and goal for the project.  They will be allowed this class time to work on the project.  Social communication is a great opportunity here for students to practice their English in a less formal setting before using it in a more formal setting for the presentation.  Teacher will have word web up and visible for the students as well as all vocabulary words spelled out for them.  Teacher will be available to help students with any linguistic, spelling, or project questions.  

Review of Key Vocab and Key Concepts: Students will show review of the vocabulary and concepts in this final project.

Assessment: The final presentation will be assessed by the teacher.  This assessment will be graded based on a checklist.  Each student will get their own individual grade.  
Students will have to rate each other student in their group based on a scale of 1-3.  1 means they did not contribute at all and did not work well with others.  2 means they contributed some and worked okay with others. 3 means they contributed a lot and worked well with others.
This grade based on the other students’ average ratings will make up 1 point of their total grade which is 10 points.   They will also be required to grade themselves and this will make up 1 more point of their grade.
So the total grade will be based off this checklist:
Student assessment: 1 point
Self-assessment: 1 point
Speaking during presentation: 2 points
Contribution to group project: 2 points
Group shows understanding of fairy tale components: 2 points
Group shows information about the culture of the story: 2 points
