Content Objective(s): The students will be able to describe popcorn using their 5 senses in written, verbal, and picture form. 
Language Objective(s): Thinking: Students will touch, look at, listen to, feel, and taste popcorn and think about what they are experiencing. 
Reading: Students will read a book to refresh background knowledge on their five senses. 
Writing: Students will record their observations on paper using pictures and words.
Listening/speaking: Students will share their observations with each other in a smaller group and then with the whole class.

	Lesson Sequence:  

Anticipatory set: Teacher will get the students engaged by beginning with a book, My Five Senses, by Aliki.  The students will already have some background information on the 5 senses on this point, but the book will be a great refresher.
After reading the book, the teacher will have the students follow her model of pointing to each of the body parts we use during our 5 senses.  (Eyes: see/sight; ears: hear/listen; nose: smell; hands: touch/feel; mouth: taste)  This should be a good review to prepare the students to use their 5 senses in the next part of the lesson.
The teacher will then get out the popcorn either precooked by teacher or para, or use popped popcorn from the store to pass out to the students.  Each student will have their popcorn on a coffee filter and the napkins will be placed at each table.  Before the popcorn is passed out, the teacher should talk about the rules of making observations.  The rules would include: do not throw popcorn, wait until you touch, smell, hear, and look at the popcorn to taste it.  The teacher will model observations before the students are instructed to do so.  
Give them guidance on making observations about sight such as: 
what color is it? what shape is it? what parts of the popcorn do you see? 
what does it smell like?  what does the smell remind you of?  
what does the popcorn feel like in your hands?  
what sounds does it make when it is just sitting at your table?  what sound does it make when you are chewing it?  
what does it taste like?  does it taste like anything else you have had?
Remind them to use descriptive words that we have been talking about and help them with spelling as needed.  Some students will want to focus more on the pictures but make sure to guide them to label what the pictures represent based on their observations.
The teacher will walk around to help students as necessary.  The lesson will end with students gathered to discuss the words they came up with about popcorn.
Once the students complete their observations, the teacher will assess their observations and see how accurate they were at developing them.  The teacher will not worry about spelling as much as the actual observations that are listed.  The teacher will hang the observation lists on the student work wall after they are completed.  
Reflections:  

How did the students seem to do with handling food during science?
Did the students grasp making observations using their 5 senses?
